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I. SCOPE AND NATURE
1. The obligation of States to refrain from, andtpct against, forced evictions from
home(s) and land arises from several internatil@ggll instruments that protect the
human right to adequate housing and other relatethh rights. These include the
Universal Declaration of Human Rights, the Inteiloradl Covenant on Economic, Social
and Cultural Rights (art. 11, para. 1), the Coneenon the Rights of the Child (art. 27,
para. 3), the non-discrimination provisions foundrticle 14, paragraph 2 (h), of the
Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Dignination against Women, and
article 5 (e) of the International Convention oa &imination of All Forms of Racial
Discrimination.

2. In addition, and consistent with the indivistyilof a human rights approach, article 17
of the International Covenant on Civil and PolitiBaghts states that “[n]o one shall be
subjected to arbitrary or unlawful interferencehahis privacy, family, home or
correspondence”, and further that “[e]veryone Inasright to the protection of the law
against such interference or attacks”. Articled&agraph 1, of the Convention on the
Rights of the Child contains a similar provisiorth€r references in international law
include article 21 of the 1951 Convention relatioghe Status of Refugees; article 16 of
International Labour Organization (ILO) Conventidn. 169 concerning indigenous and
tribal peoples in independent countries (1989); antidle 49 of the Geneva Convention
relative to the Protection of Civilian Persons im& of War of 12 August 1949 (Fourth
Geneva Convention).

3. The present guidelines address the human rigiplications of development-linked
evictions and related displacement in urban andi@al areas. These guidelines represent
a further development of the Comprehensive hungrigiguidelines on development-
based displacement (E/CN.4/Sub.2/1997/7, annex)y @he based on international
human rights law, and are consistent with genemadroent No. 4 (1991) and general
comment No. 7 (1997) of the Committee on Econo®agial and Cultural Rights, the
Guiding Principles on Internal Displacement (E/CQNI998/53/Add.2), the Basic
Principles and Guidelines on the Right to Remedi/Reparation for Victims of Gross
Violations of International Human Rights Law andi8es Violations of International
Humanitarian Law, adopted by the General Assemblisiresolution 60/147, and the
Principles on housing and property restitutionréfugees and displaced persons (see
E/CN.4/Sub.2/2005/17 and Add.1).

4. Having due regard for all relevant definitiorigee practice of “forced evictions” in
the context of international human rights standatitks present guidelines apply to acts
and/or omissions involving the coerced or involuptdisplacement of individuals,
groups and communities from homes and/or landsandnon property resources that
were occupied or depended upon, thus eliminatirgriting the ability of an individual,
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group or community to reside or work in a particeelling, residence or location,
without the provision of, and access to, approgeriatms of legal or other protectian.
[FN aThe prohibition of forced evictions does not agplgvictions carried out both in
accordance with the law and in conformity with grevisions of international human
rights treaties.]

5. Forced evictions constitute a distinct phenomamnaer international law, and are

often linked to the absence of legally secure tenwhich constitutes an essential element
of the right to adequate housing. Forced evictglree many consequences similar to
those resulting from arbitrary displacemepty b Consistent with Principle 6 of the
Guiding Principles on Internal Displacemdnncluding population transfer, mass
expulsions, mass exodus, ethnic cleansing and pthetices involving the coerced and
involuntary displacement of people from their homasds and communities.

6. Forced evictions constitute gross violationa odnge of internationally recognized
human rights, including the human rights to adegjhausing, food, water, health,
education, work, security of the person, securitthe home, freedom from cruel,
inhuman and degrading treatment, and freedom oemewt. Evictions must be carried
out lawfully, only in exceptional circumstancesgdan full accordance with relevant
provisions of international human rights and hurtearan law.

7. Forced evictions intensify inequality, sociahflict, segregation and “ghettoization”,
and invariably affect the poorest, most sociallgl anonomically vulnerable and
marginalized sectors of society, especially woneéiidren, minorities and indigenous
peoples.

8. In the context of the present guidelines, dgualent-based evictions include evictions
often planned or conducted under the pretext ofirsgthe “public good”, such as those
linked to development and infrastructure projettslgding large dams, large-scale
industrial or energy projects, or mining and otleractive industries); land-acquisition
measures associated with urban renewal, slum uggradusing renovation, city
beautification, or other land-use programmes (idiclg for agricultural purposes);
property, real estate and land disputes; unbridied speculation; major international
business or sporting events; and, ostensibly, enmiental purposes. Such activities also
include those supported by international develograssistance.

9. Displacement resulting from environmental desion or degradation, evictions or
evacuations resulting from public disturbancesyr@tor human-induced disasters,
tension or unrest, internal, international or mixedflict (having domestic and
international dimensions) and public emergenciemjektic violence, and certain cultural
and traditional practices often take place withegiard for existing human rights and
humanitarian standards, including the right to adée housing. Such situations may,
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however, involve an additional set of consideratitivat the present guidelines do not
explicitly address, though they can also providefuisguidance in those contexts.
Attention is drawn to the Basic Principles and @lirtes on the Right to Remedy and
Reparation for Victims of Gross Violations of Intational Human Rights Law and
Serious Violations of International Humanitariana,dhe Guiding Principles on Internal
Displacement, and the Principles on housing angestg restitution for refugees and
displaced persons.

10. While recognizing the wide range of contexta/nch forced evictions take place, the
present guidelines focus on providing guidancet&eS on measures and procedures to
be adopted in order to ensure that developmen@dasetions are not undertaken in
contravention of existing international human rggtandards and do not thus constitute
“forced evictions”. These guidelines aim at promgla practical tool to assist States and
agencies in developing policies, legislation, pthoes and preventive measures to ensure
that forced evictions do not take place, and tigeeffective remedies to those whose
human rights have been violated, should prevetiiéibn

[I. GENERAL OBLIGATIONS
A. Duty bearers and nature of obligations

11. While a variety of distinct actors may carry,@anction, demand, propose, initiate,
condone or acquiesce to forced evictions, Statasthe principal obligation for applying
human rights and humanitarian norms, in order suenrespect for the rights enshrined
in binding treaties and general principles of intgional public law, as reflected in the
present guidelines. This does not, however, absuilver parties, including project
managers and personnel, international financialadher institutions or organizations,
transnational and other corporations, and indiVigasties, including private landlords
and landowners, of all responsibility.

12. Under international law, the obligations oft8sanclude the respect, protection and
fulfilment of all human rights and fundamental fieens. This means that States shall:
refrain from violating human rights domesticallydagxtraterritorially; ensure that other
parties within the State’s jurisdiction and effgetcontrol do not violate the human rights
of others; and take preventive and remedial stepgltold human rights and provide
assistance to those whose rights have been violBltese obligations are continuous and
simultaneous, and are not suggestive of a hierasthyeasures.

B. Basic human rights principles
13. According to international human rights laweene has the right to adequate
housing as a component of the right to an adeatelard of living. The right to
adequate housing includes, inter alia, the riglgragdection against arbitrary or unlawful
interference with privacy, family, home, and todegecurity of tenure.
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14. According to international law, States mustueashat protection against forced
evictions, and the human right to adequate houmiigsecure tenure, are guaranteed
without discrimination of any kind on the basigae, colour, sex, language, religion or
belief, political or other opinion, national, ethror social origin, legal or social status,
age, disability, property, birth or other status.

15. States must ensure the equal right of womenmrardto protection from forced
evictions and the equal enjoyment of the humart tgladequate housing and security of
tenure, as reflected in the present guidelines.

16. All persons, groups and communities have tji@ to resettlement, which includes
the right to alternative land of better or equadlgy and housing that must satisfy the
following criteria for adequacy: accessibility, @fiability, habitability, security of tenure,
cultural adequacy, suitability of location, andesxto essential services such as health
and educationfrn c See general comment No. 4 on the right to adedwatsing, adopted
by the Committee on Economic, Social and Culturgh® in 1991.]

17. States must ensure that adequate and efféegjakor other appropriate remedies are
available to any person claiming that his/her righprotection against forced evictions
has been violated or is under threat of violation.

18. States must refrain from introducing any dehlbely retrogressive measures with
respect to de jure or de facto protection agaorsed evictions.

19. States must recognize that the prohibitioroofdd evictions includes arbitrary
displacement that results in altering the ethmtgious or racial composition of the
affected population.

20. States must formulate and conduct their intenal policies and activities in
compliance with their human rights obligations luating through both the pursuit and
provision of international development assistance.

C. Implementation of State obligations
21. States shall ensure that evictions only oatexceptional circumstances. Evictions
require full justification given their adverse ingb@n a wide range of internationally
recognized human rights. Any eviction must be (dharized by law; (b) carried out in
accordance with international human rights lawuf@lertaken solely for the purpose of
promoting the general welfatgsn d In the present guidelines, the promotion of the
general welfare refers to steps taken by Statesistamt with their international human
rights obligations, in particular the need to ensuhe human rights of the most
vulnerable.] (d) reasonable and proportional; (e) regulatedsstw ensure full and fair
compensation and rehabilitation; and (f) carrietlio@ccordance with the present
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guidelines. The protection provided by these pracgdequirements applies to all
vulnerable persons and affected groups, irrespecfiwhether they hold title to home
and property under domestic law.

22. States must adopt legislative and policy messprohibiting the execution of
evictions that are not in conformity with theirenbational human rights obligations.
States should refrain, to the maximum extent ptessiltom claiming or confiscating
housing or land, and in particular when such adtioa&s not contribute to the enjoyment
of human rights. For instance, an eviction maydmesalered justified if measures of land
reform or redistribution, especially for the behefivulnerable or deprived persons,
groups or communities are involved. States shopiidlysappropriate civil or criminal
penalties against any public or private persomatyewithin its jurisdiction that carries
out evictions in a manner not fully consistent vagsplicable law and international human
rights standards. States must ensure that adeguehteffective legal or other appropriate
remedies are available to all those who undergoane vulnerable to, or defend against
forced evictions.

23. States shall take steps, to the maximum of #wailable resources, to ensure the
equal enjoyment of the right to adequate housinglbylhe obligation of States to adopt
appropriate legislative and policy measures to enthe protection of individuals, groups
and communities from evictions that are not in comiity with existing international
human rights standards is immediate. e See general comment No. 3 on the nature of
States parties’ obligations, adopted in 1990 by@oenmittee on Economic, Social and
Cultural Rights.]

24. In order to ensure that no form of discrimioafistatutory or otherwise, adversely
affects the enjoyment of the human right to adegjbhausing, States should carry out
comprehensive reviews of relevant national legmteaind policy with a view to ensuring
their conformity with international human rightopisions. Such comprehensive review
should also ensure that existing legislation, ragoh and policy address the privatization
of public services, inheritance and cultural piadi so as not to lead to, or facilitate
forced evictionsiFn f See the guidelines on housing and discriminatiartained in the
2002 report of the Commission on Human Rights @pRapporteur on adequate
housing as a component of the right to an adegstatiedard of living (E/CN.4/2002/59).]

25. In order to secure a maximum degree of effedégal protection against the practice
of forced evictions for all persons under theiigdrction, States should take immediate
measures aimed at conferring legal security ofreenpon those persons, households and
communities currently lacking such protection, utthg all those who do not have

formal titles to home and land.

26. States must ensure the equal enjoyment ofgheto adequate housing by women
and men. This requires States to adopt and implespatial measures to protect women
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from forced evictions. Such measures should ernbatditles to housing and land are
conferred on all women.

27. States should ensure that binding human rigatslards are integrated in their
international relations, including through tradel amvestment, development assistance
and participation in multilateral forums and orgaations. States should implement their
human rights obligations with regard to internasilotooperation,[FNn g As set forth in
article 22, Universal Declaration of Human Righ#sticles 55 and 56 of the Charter of
the United Nations; articles 2, paragraph 1, 11, 23 and 23, International Covenant on
Economic, Social and Cultural Rights; articles paragraph 4, and 28, paragraph 3,
Convention on the Rights of the Childihether as donors or as beneficiaries. States
should ensure that international organizationshictvthey are represented refrain from
sponsoring or implementing any project, programmpgaticy that may involve forced
evictions, that is, evictions not in full conformitvith international law, and as specified
in the present guidelines.

D. Preventive strategies, policies and programmes
28. States should adopt, to the maximum of thaiilable resources, appropriate
strategies, policies and programmes to ensuretefgarotection of individuals, groups
and communities against forced eviction and itssegnences.

29. States should carry out comprehensive reviéwsl@vant strategies, policies and
programmes, with a view to ensuring their compbhilybivith international human rights
norms. In this regard, such reviews must striveetnove provisions that contribute to
sustaining or exacerbating existing inequalities Hdversely affect women and
marginalized and vulnerable groups. Governmentd talke special measures to ensure
that policies and programmes are not formulatechptemented in a discriminatory
manner, and do not further marginalize those livmgoverty, whether in urban or rural
areas.

30. States should take specific preventive measaragoid and/or eliminate underlying
causes of forced evictions, such as speculatitamthand real estate. States should
review the operation and regulation of the housind tenancy markets and, when
necessary, intervene to ensure that market forme®tincrease the vulnerability of low-
income and other marginalized groups to forcedtewicIn the event of an increase in
housing or land prices, States should also ensiffieisnt protection against physical or
economic pressures on residents to leave or bévddf adequate housing or land.

31. Priority in housing and land allocation shooédensured to disadvantaged groups
such as the elderly, children and persons withbdisas.

32. States must give priority to exploring stragsgihat minimize displacement.
Comprehensive and holistic impact assessmentségheutarried out prior to the
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initiation of any project that could result in déy@ment-based eviction and displacement,
with a view to securing fully the human rights df@otentially affected persons, groups
and communities, including their protection agafosted evictions. “Eviction-impact”
assessment should also include exploration ofretetes and strategies for minimizing
harm.

33. Impact assessments must take into accountiftaeedtial impacts of forced evictions
on women, children, the elderly, and marginalizectars of society. All such
assessments should be based on the collectiosargliegated data, such that all
differential impacts can be appropriately identfend addressed.

34. Adequate training in applying international lamrights norms should be required
and provided for relevant professionals, includegyers, law enforcement officials,
urban and regional planners and other personnehieg in the design, management and
implementation of development projects. This mnslude training on women'’s rights,
with an emphasis on women'’s particular concernsraqdirements pertaining to housing
and land.

35. States should ensure the dissemination of atieguformation on human rights and
laws and policies relating to protection againstéa evictions. Specific attention should
be given to the dissemination of timely and appedprinformation to groups particularly
vulnerable to evictions, through culturally appiiepe channels and methods.

36. States must ensure that individuals, groupscaminunities are protected from
eviction during the period that their particulaseas being examined before a national,
regional or international legal body.

lll. PRIOR TO EVICTIONS
37. Urban or rural planning and development praeeskould involve all those likely to
be affected and should include the following eletsefa) appropriate notice to all
potentially affected persons that eviction is basogsidered and that there will be public
hearings on the proposed plans and alternativegffdctive dissemination by the
authorities of relevant information in advance Juiling land records and proposed
comprehensive resettlement plans specifically esdilng efforts to protect vulnerable
groups; (c) a reasonable time period for publicenenof, comment on, and/or objection
to the proposed plan; (d) opportunities and efftortfacilitate the provision of legal,
technical and other advice to affected personstabeir rights and options; and (e)
holding of public hearing(s) that provide(s) affstpersons and their advocates with
opportunities to challenge the eviction decisiod/anto present alternative proposals and
to articulate their demands and development piestit
38. States should explore fully all possible alidines to evictions. All potentially
affected groups and persons, including women, arbgs peoples and persons with
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disabilities, as well as others working on behélihe affected, have the right to relevant
information, full consultation and participatiorrélughout the entire process, and to
propose alternatives that authorities should dahsaer. In the event that agreement
cannot be reached on a proposed alternative anwrggmed parties, an independent
body having constitutional authority, such as artofilaw, tribunal or ombudsperson
should mediate, arbitrate or adjudicate as apptgri

39. During planning processes, opportunities fatagjue and consultation must be
extended effectively to the full spectrum of afestpersons, including women and
vulnerable and marginalized groups, and, when sacgsthrough the adoption of special
measures or procedures.

40. Prior to any decision to initiate an evictianthorities must demonstrate that the
eviction is unavoidable and consistent with intéioreal human rights commitments
protective of the general welfare.

41. Any decision relating to evictions should be@mced in writing in the local
language to all individuals concerned, sufficiemiyadvance. The eviction notice should
contain a detailed justification for the decisiorcluding on: (a) absence of reasonable
alternatives; (b) the full details of the proposdtdrnative; and (c) where no alternatives
exist, all measures taken and foreseen to minitheedverse effects of evictions. All
final decisions should be subject to administrasiad judicial review. Affected parties
must also be guaranteed timely access to legakebunithout payment if necessary.

42. Due eviction notice should allow and enableéhsubject to eviction to take an
inventory in order to assess the values of tha@perties, investments and other material
goods that may be damaged. Those subject to avistiould also be given the
opportunity to assess and document non-monetasg$a® be compensated.

43. Evictions should not result in individuals bprendered homeless or vulnerable to
the violation of other human rights. The State nrmigke provision for the adoption of all
appropriate measures, to the maximum of its availesources, especially for those who
are unable to provide for themselves, to ensureattiequate alternative housing,
resettlement or access to productive land, asabe may be, is available and provided.
Alternative housing should be situated as clogaoasible to the original place of
residence and source of livelihood of those evicted

44. All resettlement measures, such as construofibomes, provision of water,
electricity, sanitation, schools, access roadsatiodation of land and sites, must be
consistent with the present guidelines and intesnatly recognized human rights
principles, and completed before those who arestevicted are moved from their
original areas of dwellingrn h See section V of the present guidelines.]
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IV. DURING EVICTIONS
45. The procedural requirements for ensuring reédpetiuman rights standards include
the mandatory presence of governmental officiakheir representatives on site during
evictions. The governmental officials, their rematatives and persons implementing the
eviction must identify themselves to the personsdevicted and present formal
authorization for the eviction action.

46. Neutral observers, including regional and ma#ional observers, should be allowed
access upon request, to ensure transparency argli@ooe with international human
rights principles during the carrying out of anyoton.

47. Evictions shall not be carried out in a marthat violates the dignity and human
rights to life and security of those affected. &anust also take steps to ensure that
women are not subject to gender-based violencelsaedmination in the course of
evictions, and that the human rights of childrem@otected.

48. Any legal use of force must respect the prilesipf necessity and proportionality, as
well as the Basic Principles on the Use of Forakfrearms by Law Enforcement
Officials and any national or local code of condcmtsistent with international law
enforcement and human rights standards.

49. Evictions must not take place in inclement Wwegtat night, during festivals or
religious holidays, prior to elections, or duringjast prior to school examinations.

50. States and their agents must take steps toeetigt no one is subject to direct or
indiscriminate attacks or other acts of violen@peeially against women and children, or
arbitrarily deprived of property or possessiong assult of demolition, arson and other
forms of deliberate destruction, negligence or fmngn of collective punishment.

Property and possessions left behind involuntahiyuld be protected against destruction
and arbitrary and illegal appropriation, occupatomse.

51. Authorities and their agents should never meqoii force those evicted to demolish
their own dwellings or other structures. The optiownlo so must be provided to affected
persons, however, as this would facilitate salvggihpossessions and building material.

V. AFTER AN EVICTION: IMMEDIATE RELIEF AND RELOCATI  ON
52. The Government and any other parties resp@fblproviding just compensation
and sufficient alternative accommodation, or ragoh when feasible, must do so
immediately upon the eviction, except in case®ofd majeure. At a minimum,
regardless of the circumstances and without disgétion, competent authorities shall
ensure that evicted persons or groups, espedmfetwho are unable to provide for
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themselves, have safe and secure access to: éafiasfod, potable water and
sanitation; (b) basic shelter and housing; (c) appate clothing; (d) essential medical
services; (e) livelihood sources; (f) fodder famelktock and access to common property
resources previously depended upon; and (g) educkati children and childcare
facilities. States should also ensure that memtifetisee same extended family or
community are not separated as a result of evigtion

53. Special efforts should be made to ensure grautitipation of women in all planning
processes and in the distribution of basic senacessupplies.

54. In order to ensure the protection of the hunigirt to the highest attainable standard
of physical and mental health, all evicted persshe are wounded and sick, as well as
those with disabilities, should receive the medazak and attention they require to the
fullest extent practicable and with the least daesilelay, without distinction on any non-
medically relevant grounds. When necessary, evigtegons should have access to
psychological and social services. Special attarglomuld be paid to: (a) the health needs
of women and children, including access to femalath-care providers where necessary,
and to services such as reproductive health cateppropriate counselling for victims of
sexual and other abuses; (b) ensuring that ongogdjcal treatment is not disrupted as a
result of eviction or relocation; and (c) the pnetwen of contagious and infectious
diseases, including HIV/AIDS, at relocation sites.

55. Identified relocation sites must fulfil theteria for adequate housing according to
international human rights law. These inclugeti See general comment No. 4 on
adequate housing adopted by the Committee on Edon8uorial and Cultural Rights in
1991.] (a) security of tenure; (b) services, materiasilities and infrastructure such as
potable water, energy for cooking, heating andtiigh sanitation and washing facilities,
means of food storage, refuse disposal, site dyaiaad emergency services, and to
natural and common resources, where approprigtefft@dable housing; (d) habitable
housing providing inhabitants with adequate sppo&gection from cold, damp, heat, rain,
wind or other threats to health, structural hazaru$ disease vectors, and ensuring the
physical safety of occupants; (e) accessibilitydisadvantaged groups; (f) access to
employment options, health-care services, schoblkjcare centres and other social
facilities, whether in urban or rural areas; andc{gturally appropriate housing. In order
to ensure security of the home, adequate housmgalalso include the following
essential elements: privacy and security; parttmpan decision-making; freedom from
violence; and access to remedies for any violatsuffered.

56. In determining the compatibility of resettlerheith the present guidelines, States

should ensure that in the context of any casesattlement the following criteria are
adhered to:
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(a) No resettlement shall take place until sucletas a comprehensive resettlement
policy consistent with the present guidelines artdrnationally recognized human rights
principles is in place;

(b) Resettlement must ensure that the human rajiv@men, children, indigenous
peoples and other vulnerable groups are equallggtied, including their right to
property ownership and access to resources;

(c) The actor proposing and/or carrying out thettt=mment shall be required by law to
pay for any associated costs, including all resettint costs;

(d) No affected persons, groups or communitied shiffler detriment as far as their
human rights are concerned, nor shall their righhé continuous improvement of living
conditions be subject to infringement. This appégsally to host communities at
resettlement sites, and affected persons, groups@nmunities subjected to forced
eviction;

(e) The right of affected persons, groups and conities to full and prior informed
consent regarding relocation must be guarantees Stdéite shall provide all necessary
amenities, services and economic opportunitieseaptoposed site;

(f) The time and financial cost required for trateend from the place of work or to
access essential services should not place exeedsimands upon the budgets of low-
income households;

(g9) Relocation sites must not be situated on padldénd or in immediate proximity to
pollution sources that threaten the right to tighast attainable standards of mental and
physical health of the inhabitants;

(h) Sufficient information shall be provided to thiected persons, groups and
communities on all State projects and planningiamplementation processes relating to
the concerned resettlement, including informatiorthe purported use of the eviction
dwelling or site and its proposed beneficiariesti®aar attention must be paid to
ensuring that indigenous peoples, minorities, dmelless, women and children are
represented and included in this process;
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(i) The entire resettlement process should beezhout with full participation by and

with affected persons, groups and communitieseStstould, in particular, take into
account all alternative plans proposed by the sdtepersons, groups and communities;
() If, after a full and fair public hearing, it fsund that there still exists a need to proceed
with the resettlement, then the affected persommsipgs and communities shall be given at
least 90 days’ notice prior to the date of the ttksaent; and

(k) Local government officials and neutral obsesy@roperly identified, shall be present
during the resettlement so as to ensure that e fetolence or intimidation is involved.

57. Rehabilitation policies must include programmesigned for women and
marginalized and vulnerable groups to ensure #wial enjoyment of the human rights
to housing, food, water, health, education, woekusity of the person, security of the
home, freedom from cruel, inhuman or degradingneat, and freedom of movement.

58. Persons, groups or communities affected byeni@n should not suffer detriment to
their human rights, including their right to thegressive realization of the right to
adequate housing. This applies equally to host conities at relocation sites.

VI. REMEDIES FOR FORCED EVICTIONS
59. All persons threatened with or subject to fdreeictions have the right of access to
timely remedy. Appropriate remedies include a f@aring, access to legal counsel, legal
aid, return, restitution, resettlement, rehabilitatand compensation, and should comply,
as applicable, with the Basic Principles and Gingsl on the Right to Remedy and
Reparation for Victims of Gross Violations of Intational Human Rights Law and
Serious Violations of International HumanitarianLa

A. Compensation
60. When eviction is unavoidable, and necessarthimpromotion of the general welfare,
the State must provide or ensure fair and just @rsgtion for any losses of personal,
real or other property or goods, including rightsnderests in property. Compensation
should be provided for any economically assessddoteage, as appropriate and
proportional to the gravity of the violation anetbircumstances of each case, such as:
loss of life or limb; physical or mental harm; lagiportunities, including employment,
education and social benefits; material damagedamsdf earnings, including loss of
earning potential; moral damage; and costs reqdinelégal or expert assistance,
medicine and medical services, and psychologicdisaial services. Cash compensation
should under no circumstances replace real compensa the form of land and
common property resources. Where land has been,tdleevicted should be
compensated with land commensurate in quality, amkvalue, or better.
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61. All those evicted, irrespective of whether theyd title to their property, should be
entitled to compensation for the loss, salvageteartsport of their properties affected,
including the original dwelling and land lost omaaged in the process. Consideration of
the circumstances of each case shall allow foptbeision of compensation for losses
related to informal property, such as slum dweHing

62. Women and men must be co-beneficiaries ofaamtipensation packages. Single
women and widows should be entitled to their owmpensation.

63. To the extent not covered by assistance focagion, the assessment of economic
damage should take into consideration losses astd,dor example, of land plots and
house structures; contents; infrastructure; moagagther debt penalties; interim
housing; bureaucratic and legal fees; alternatougsimg; lost wages and incomes; lost
educational opportunities; health and medical casettlement and transportation costs
(especially in the case of relocation far from sberce of livelihood). Where the home
and land also provide a source of livelihood fa @victed inhabitants, impact and loss
assessment must account for the value of busiossed, equipment/inventory, livestock,
land, trees/crops, and lost/decreased wages/income.

B. Restitution and return
64. The circumstances of forced evictions linkedd¢gelopment and infrastructure
projects (including those mentioned in paragraplh@&e) seldom allow for restitution
and return. Nevertheless, when circumstances aftates should prioritize these rights
of all persons, groups and communities subjectédrted evictions. Persons, groups and
communities shall not, however, be forced agahmest will to return to their homes,
lands or places of origin.

65. When return is possible or adequate resettlemeonformity with these guidelines
IS not provided, the competent authorities shostdldish conditions and provide the
means, including financial, for voluntary returnsiafety and security, and with dignity, to
homes or places of habitual residence. Resporailtterities should facilitate the
reintegration of returned persons and exert eftorensure the full participation of
affected persons, groups and communities in thenplg and management of return
processes. Special measures may be required tceemsmen’s equal and effective
participation in return or restitution processesiider to overcome existing household,
community, institutional, administrative, legalaher gender biases that contribute to
marginalization or exclusion of women.

66. Competent authorities have the duty and redpiitysto assist returning persons,

groups or communities to recover, to the maximuitempossible, the property and
possessions that they left behind or were dispesdesf upon their eviction.

67. When return to one’s place of residence anolvexy of property and possessions is
not possible, competent authorities must providéms of forced evictions, or assist
them in obtaining, appropriate compensation orrofitrens of just reparation.

C. Resettlement and rehabilitation
68. While all parties must give priority to the litgpf return, certain circumstances
(including for the promotion of general welfare vanere the safety, health or enjoyment
of human rights so demands) may necessitate tb#legsent of particular persons,
groups and communities due to development-baseti@w. Such resettlement must
occur in a just and equitable manner and in futbadance with international human
rights law as elaborated in section V of these gjinds.

VII. MONITORING, EVALUATION AND FOLLOW  -UP
69. States should actively monitor and carry oargitative and qualitative evaluations to
determine the number, type and long-term conse@senicevictions, including forced
evictions, that occur within their jurisdiction atetritory of effective control. Monitoring
reports and findings should be made availableaqtiblic and concerned international
parties in order to promote the development of pesttices and problem-solving
experiences based on lessons learned.

70. States should entrust an independent natiaa, lsuch as a national human rights
institution, to monitor and investigate forced ewins and State compliance with these
guidelines and international human rights law.

VIIl. ROLE OF THE INTERNATIONAL COMMUNITY, INCLUDIN G
INTERNATIONAL ORGANIZATIONS

71. The international community bears an obligat@mpromote, protect and fulfil the
human right to housing, land and property. Inteamat financial, trade, development and
other related institutions and agencies, includiregnber or donor States that have voting
rights within such bodies, should take fully intmcaunt the prohibition on forced
evictions under international human rights law egldted standards.

72. International organizations should establisaamede to complaint mechanisms for
cases of forced evictions that result from theingwactices and policies. Legal remedies
should be provided to victims in accordance witbsthstipulated in these guidelines.

73. Transnational corporations and other business@ises must respect the human

right to adequate housing, including the prohilpitom forced evictions, within their
respective spheres of activity and influence.
