The trial of Yndamiro Restano Diaz is expected to take place within the next
few days or weeks. He is to be tried at the Tribunal Popular Provincial de
la Ciudad de la Habana, City of Havana People's Provincial Court, on a charge
of rebellion. The basis of the charge is believed to be that he was allegedly
attempting to recruit members of the Communist Party and the military to his
organization which he was hoping to transform into a social democrat party.
Recent reports indicate that the prosecution is intending to call for a sentence
of 12 years' imprisonment.

Yndamiro Restano Diaz, President of the Movimiento de Armonia (MAR), Harmony
Movement, an unofficial political group set up in 1990, was arrested on 20
December 1991. Three other MAR members were arrested in the next few days
- Berenice Morales, Jorge Egafia and Iraida Montalvo Miranda. All four were
initially held at the headquarters of the Departamento de Seguridad del Estado
(DSE), Department of State Security, at Villa Marista. Berenice Morales, Jorge
Egafia and Iraida Montalvo Miranda were released within a few days or weeks
and it is not clear whether legal proceedings are still pending against them.
Yndamiro Restano Diaz was transferred to Guanajay Prison in mid-January.
It is not clear what access, if any, he has had to a defence lawyer. According
to latest reports, the Cuban authorities have turned down requests from the
Canadian and Swedish Governments to send observers to the trial.

Amnesty International believes Yndamiro Restano Diaz to be a prisoner of
conscience detained because of his legitimate non-violent political and human
rights activities. MAR has publicly and consistently rejected the use of
violence and, as far as Amnesty International is aware, has used only peaceful
means to pursue its aims. It is feared that, because of the general lack or
inadequacy in practice of full judicial guarantees in political cases,
particularly the right to adequate defence, he is unlikely to receive a fair
trial.

- urging the immediate and unconditional release of Yndamiro Restano Diaz on
the grounds that he is a prisoner of conscience detained solely on account
of his legitimate and peaceful political activities;

- requesting that, if not already the case, he be granted adequate access to
a defence lawyer of his choice;

- urging that, if he is not released but brought to trial, his trial take place
before an independent and impartial tribunal in accordance with internationally
agreed standards;
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- requesting that independent observers be permitted to attend any such trial.
