On 18 October 1997,
Guillermo José Cruz, Encarnacién Antonio José, Ernesto Santiago Antonio and
Juan Martinez Sosa were released without charge, forty-eight hours after they
had been detained. The remaining four: Pedro Antonio José, Sixto Santiago
Antonio, Rafael José Miguel and Nicolds Santiago Antonio, have all been charged
with the homicide of Jests Castro Gonzalez, a local political activist, and
remain in detention. Members of the Comité de Derechos Humanos de Tlaxiaco,
Human Rights Committee of Tlaxiaco, a local human rights organisation, have
also been accused of being behind the same homicide. Amnesty International
believes the accusations to be unfounded and that those accused have been
targeted for their political and human rights activities

- calling for the unconditional release of Pedro Antonio José, Sixto Santiago
Antonio, Rafael José Miguel and Nicoléds Santiago Antonio and for measures to
be taken to ensure their physical safety whilst they remain in detention;

- urging that prompt and thorough investigations be carried out concerning
the torture of the eight men and for those responsible to be brought to justice;
- expressing concern at the level of human rights violations in Oaxaca state
reportedly by members of the security forces.
