Two more members of the Movimiento Bolivariano Revolucionario 200 (MBR-200),
Bolivarian Revolutionary Movement 200, have been arrested and are being held
by the Direccidn de Inteligencia Militar, (DIM), Military Intelligence
Directorate, in Boleita Norte, Caracas. Graciela Aguirre Garcia and Marisela
Baoda Medina, arrested on 25 April 1997, have been visited by relatives, but
are being denied access to lawyers. Wilma Rauseo, a trade unionist and member
of MBR-200 arrested on 23 April, remains in military detention. All three
women are being held under military jurisdiction and are being interrogated
by DIM. There are fears that they may be facing torture or ill-treatment.

Over the last two years Amnesty International has expressed its concern at
reports of the detention and alleged ill-treatment and torture of other members
of MBR-200.

FURTHER RECOMMENDED ACTION: Please send
telegrams/telexes/faxes/express/airmail letters in Spanish or your own
language:

- calling for the immediate and unconditional release of the three women if
they are not to be charged with recognisable criminal offences; if they are
charged they should be transferred to the jurisdiction of the civilian courts;
- seeking assurances they are being treated humanely and in accordance with
international standards;

- urging that they be given immediate access to lawyers of their choice.
