- welcoming the reported release of Surjit Singh and Bhinda Singh;

- expressing concern that Sukhwinder Singh is still being held in illegal
detention and is may be subjected to torture;

- seeking assurances that he will not be ill-treated while in police custody;
- seeking assurances that he be allowed immediate access to lawyers and
relatives and brought before a magistrate forthwith;

- urging that he be immediately released if he is not charged with a recognizably
criminal offence.
