Muharrem Bozan left the party headquarters in Diyarbak_r of HEP (People's Labour 

Party) at 5.00pm on 25 July 1991, since when no news has been heard of him. 

There is particular concern about his fate in the light of the recent deaths 

of two prominent members of Diyarbak_r HEP. Vedat Ayd_n, who was murdered on 

8 April 1991 was Chairperson of the Diyarbak_r branch, while Remzi _l, Diyarbak_r 

delegate of HEP died on 27 July 1991 after being detained and beaten on 11 

July 1991 by people who introduced themselves as plain clothes policemen.
