- urging that, should Faraj Sarkouhi be convicted of a crime, the death penalty 

not be applied; 

- seeking assurances that if Faraj Sarkouhi remains in detention he will be 

humanely treated and granted regular access to his family and to doctors and 

lawyers of his choice.
