Amnesty International is deeply concerned for the lives of the above mentioned
people as they are at great risk of torture, "disappearance" in custody or
execution. The precise reason for the detention of these individuals is not
known, but their arrest forms part of a wider crackdown which began in the
aftermath of the Gulf War, targeting sectors of Iragi society traditionally
thought to be loyal to the regime, the majority of whom are Sunni Arabs.

Most of the arrests took place in the second half of August, and were carried
out by security and intelligence personnel. Those detained include retired
army officers, prominent economists and lawyers, and former government
officials. Among them are: 'Abd al-Karim Hani, a former Minister of Labour
and Social Affairs; Majid Adham, a prominent expert in Irag's oil sector; and
Jassem Mukhlis, a well-known lawyer from Tikrit together with his cousin, Sufian
Mukhlis. None of them were known to have been associated with any Iraqgi
opposition movement.

The fate and whereabouts of these and other detainees have remained unknown
since their arrest.

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

Scores of prominent people were arrested in Irag in August, according to

information received by Amnesty International. The majority of those detained
are believed to be Sunni Arabs, including individuals from President Saddam
Hussein's home town of Tikrit where many of his strongest supporters come from.

RECOMMENDED ACTION: Please send telexes and airmail letters either in English
or in your own language:

- expressing concern about the arrest of 'Abd al-Karim Hani, Majid Adham,
Jassem Mukhlis, Sufian Mukhlis and scores of others in August 1993;

- requesting details of the reasons and legal basis for their arrest and
continued detention, and details of any legal proceedings being followed in
their cases;

- urging that their places of detention be made known, and that they be granted
prompt and regular access to their families, lawyers and doctors.



- urging that the detainees be immediately released unless
charged with a recognizable criminal offence.
