Both are leading members of the DRC’s largest opposition political party, the 

Union pour la démocratie et le progrès sociale (UDPS), Union for Democracy 

and Social Progress. They were arrested at a party meeting in the capital, 

Kinshasa, on 12 May 1999. 

 

No further appeals are necessary from the Urgent Action network. Amnesty 

International will continue to campaign for the release of Professor Ntita
