USA (Ohio) Lewis Williams (m), black, aged 44

Lewis Williams was executed in Ohio on 14 January 2004. He was sentenced to death for the murder of an
elderly white woman, Leoma Chmielewski, in 1983.

Lewis Williams resisted being prepared for execution. As he continued to struggle, he was restrained by
about nine guards as his arms were prepared for the lethal injection needles. He was carried into the
execution chamber, and shouted “I'm not guilty. I'm not guilty. God, please help me”, as seven guards
strapped him down to be killed.

It was the first time in Ohio that the execution preparation was seen by the execution witnesses. They
included Lewis Williams’ mother, who was very distressed.

Six people have been executed in the USA this year, bringing to 891 the number of people put to death there
since judicial killing resumed in 1977. Nine of these executions have been carried out in Ohio.
