16 December 2006 marks the start of a series of protests across the world with renewed calls 
on the US government to close Guantánamo. 
 
In January 2002, the US authorities transferred the first "war on terror" detainees – hooded 
and shackled – to the US Naval Base in Guantánamo Bay, Cuba.  
 
Despite major international outcry and expert condemnation, hundreds of people of more than 
30 nationalities continue to be held there: without charge, and with little hope of obtaining a 
fair trial. Though US authorities have repeatedly called the detainees "terrorists" and "killers", 
many have been released without charge. 
 
US official investigators and detainees have reported torture and other ill-treatment, and the 
conditions of detention remain inhumane. 
 
Enough is enough! 
 
Guantánamo detainees must be released immediately unless they are to be charged and given 
a fair trial.
