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UA 153/98 Fear for safety 15 May 1998

COLOMBIA Residents of the village of Paratebueno

A paramilitary group, Atakfass Uhids d Qlahia (AUC), Colombian United Self-defence
Forces, has reportedlyannouncedits intentiontoattackthevillageof Paratebueno
in the municipality of Medina, department of Cundinamarca, and to kill many
of the residents.

Although Paratebueno is named in a report by the IEfawsxr cEl Reblg, People’ s Ombudsman,
which calls on the authorities to protect communities which have been explicitly
threatened with attack by paramilitary groups, no steps have been taken to
protect the villagers.

On 4 May 1998 at least 18 residents of Puerto Alvira village, municipality
of Mapiripén, in the neighbouring Meta Department, were murdered by members
of a paramilitary force (see UA 144/98, AMR 23/27/98, 6 May 1998). The Ixfamr
el Reblohad informed the Colombian government in February 1998 that the village
was likely to be attacked by paramilitary forces and urged that appropriate
steps be taken to prevent such an attack. The authorities took no action to
protect the community.

Inearly 1997, widespread reports of an impending attack on the town of Mapiripén,
capitalofmunicipalityofMapiripan, werealsoignored. InJuly1997aparamilitary
force sealed off the town for three days and killed at least 30 residents (See
UA 228/97, AMR 23/50/97, 22 July 1997).

BACKGROUND INFORMATION

Peasant communities in disputed zones in Colombia’s long running civil conflict
have frequently suffered attacks. Neither the left wing armed opposition groups
nor the armed forces and their paramilitary allies recognize the civilian population's
neutrality in the conflict.

Members of the Colombian army and security forces and their paramilitary allies
continue to commit serious human rights violations with virtual impunity. Over the
past five years several thousand civilians have been killed by paramilitary groups
throughout the country. The Colombian government suspended the constitutional legal
base for the formation of paramilitary organizations and issued directives to the
armed forces to combat and disband such groups in 1989, yet they continue to work
with the support of the security forces in many areas of the country.

President Ernesto Samper Pizano has repeatedly promised to improve the human rights
situation and to dismantle paramilitary forces, but no steps have been taken to
control their actions and to hold members accountable for serious and widespread
human rights violations. The Attorney General recently stated that over 200 outstanding
arrest warrants issued against alleged paramilitary members have still not been
acted upon by the security forces.

RECOMMENDED ACTION: Please send telegrams/telexes/faxes/express/airmail
letters in Spanish or your own language:

- expressing deep concern for the safety of residents of Paratebueno village,
Cundinamarca Department, in light of the planned attack by paramilitary forces;
- calling for all appropriate measures to be taken to guarantee the safety

of the community;



- calling on the government to act on the IFfasxr dl Rebld’s report and take adequate
steps to protect all the communities mentioned in the report as facing a serious
risk of attack by paramilitary forces;

- calling for a full and impartial investigation into links between the security
forces and paramilitary groups operating in the area and urging that those
found responsible for supporting and participating in such groups be brought
to justice;

- urging that the authorities take immediate action to dismantle paramilitary
groups, in line with stated government commitments.
