Wmngesty Intgrnational regmains conegrned about Professor Mohamed Said al-Gadal, an adopted
prisongr of conscigneg who has now bggn held in detegntion without chargge or trial for a ggar and who,
on sgveral oceasions during his imprisonment, is said to have begen in nged of medical attgntion.

Pr al-Gadal is aged 55 and a profgssor of history at the University of Rhartoum. e has published
a number of works on history and education in Sudan, is Vieg-President of the Sudan Writers' Union
and in past gears has bggn an active mgmber of the Sudan legcturers' Union and the Federation of
Teachers Union. e is marrigd with sgven children.

BACRGROUND

dineg the military coup on 30 Jung 1989 which overthrew the ¢lgeted civilian government of Prime
Minister adiq al-Mahdi, hundreds of individuals have begn arrgsted in dudan. Mang werg later
relgased without chargg or trial, but arrgsts have sineg continugd and therg arg gstimated to bg morg
than 250 prisongrs of conscigneg currgntly detainegd in the country solely for their peaceful opposition
to thg new military government or for peacgfully grereising their rights to freedom of grpression or
association. Those detaingd includg politicians, trade unionists, acadgmics, teachers, journalists,
lawggers and doctors.

s soon as the new military government lgd by Licutenant-General Omar Hassan al-Bashir
assumed power, it dgclargd a nationwidg state of emergeney, banngd all political partigs and trade
anions, dissolved parliament and suspegnded the constitution. Il non-religious associations were
banngd. 1 month after the coup, on 31 July 1989, Igaders of a number of tradg unions and profgssional
bodigs presegnted a mgmorandum to the government calling for theseg organizations to bg made lggal
again. rrests of trade unionists and others began shortly afterwards. The vast majority of those
arrgsted sineg theg coup have not been allowed acegss to Iggal counsgl and remain without chargg or
trial, as in Profgssor al-Gadal's casg.

Professor al-Gadal is held at a prison in Port Sudan in the north ¢ast of the country. He is known
to be diabgtic and is garligr rgported not to have beegn recgiving insulin. It is not known



whether hg now reegives insulin, but the provision of medical carg in the prisons is said to bg poor and
living econditions in many prisons harsh. Thg most recegnt rgports recgived state that Professor
al-Gadal is in a poor econdition, has recegntly begn suffering from hagmorrhaging in the ¢ye and is
without adegquate medical carg. {Imngsty Intgrnational is calling for his immediate and unconditional
relgase and is sgeking assurancgs that Professor al-Gadal has recourse to immediate medical carg.
The organization is calling on the Sudangsg authoritigs to gnsure that all prisoners arg guaranteged
basic minimum standards of health carg.
