URGENT ACTION

ACTIVIST THREATENED VIA SMS MESSAGES

Mexican trade unionist and political activist Marcelino Coache Verano, his wife, a fellow political
activist, and a human rights lawyer, have received threatening SMS messages. All the messages
have contained threats to Marcelino Coache. His life is in danger.

On 17 August, Marcelino Coache’s wife Reyna Rivera received an SMS message referring to her husband, saying
“you won't protect him all his life and you’ll all pay for it greetings from lynx” (no lo cuidaran toda la vida y la
pagaran saludos lince (sic)). On the same day, Yesica Sanchez Maya, a female human rights lawyer from Oaxaca,
and Flavio Sosa, a male political activist, also received SMS messages from the same telephone number, containing
threats directed at Marcelino Coache. On 18 August, Marcelino Coache received an SMS saying: “faggot we are
watching you greetings from lynx” (puto te estamos observando te saluda linze [sicl).

Marcelino Coache, who is a trade unionist and a leading member of the Oaxacan opposition political movement, the
Popular Assembly of the People of Oaxaca (Asamblea Popular del Pueblo de Oaxaca, APPO) has been attacked and
threatened on many occasions. On 4 March, he was abducted by three men and was tortured for several hours.
During that time he was blindfolded but he heard his abductors referring to their leader as “Lynx” (Lince). Later that
month, Marcelino Coache's 15-year-old son Edgar was threatened and followed by a group of men, and in May
Marcelino Coache's wife and other Oaxacan human rights defenders received threatening SMS messages. Marcelino
Coache has also been threatened and attacked previously, apparently because he is a prominent member of APPO.

On 8 May, the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights asked the Mexican government to provide protection
for Marcelino Coache. However, the steps taken by the Mexican authorities have been wholly inadequate, and the
investigation into the threats has yielded no results.

PLEASE WRITE IMMEDIATELY in Spanish or your own language:

urging the authorities to ensure that they are providing Marcelino Coache and his family with all necessary
protection, as set out in the ruling of the Inter-American Commission on Human Rights;

calling on the authorities to urgently carry out an independent investigation into attacks and threats against
Marcelino Coache, and into his abduction and torture, with the results made public and those responsible brought to
justice.

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ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

In June 2006, widespread protests erupted in the state of Oaxaca, led by APPO, in an unsuccessful campaign to force the state
governor to resign. Political violence and demonstrations continued throughout the year. At least 18 civilians were reportedly
killed during the conflict; at least 370 were injured and 349 were arrested. There were widespread reports of use of excessive
force, arbitrary detention, torture and fabrication of criminal charges against protesters. On 16 July 2007 there were further
violent clashes between police and protestors that resulted in more than 40 people detained and scores injured. Federal, state
and municipal authorities responsible for abuses have not been held to account. While the political violence has declined,
tensions remain high. APPO and human rights organizations continue to campaign for justice in relation to human rights
violations committed during the protests in Oaxaca.
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
