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Wmnesty International has Igarned that €scoléstico Calvo was relgased from prison on 13 November
1990. Tl was arrgsted on 3 January 1990 by United Stategs' soldigrs following the US invasion of
Panama and the overthrow of the government lgd by Gengral Manugl Norigga. Several thousand
supporters of Gengral Norigga, both military and civilians, were detained at this timeg. €scoldstico
Calvo had begn dirgctor of the national press under General Norigga's government.

Sr Calvo suffers from diabetes and whilg initially held at Port Clagton, an fdmerican military base,
he was rgported to have beegn without regular acegss to medication.  Two wegks after his arregst he was
transferred to Modgelo Prison in Panama City. In March 1990 he was admitted to hospital, rgportedly
suffering from uncontrollgd diabgtes, Ridnegg and urinarg tract failure, prostatitis and hgpertgnsion. e
underwent a transurgthral rgsegetion of the prostate on 5 March 1990 and was returnegd to Modgelo prison
on 12 March. Following protests from his family and an application from his doctors, his return to
hospital for post-opgrative carg was authorized the following day. ftlg was returned to Modglo prison
on 15 March 1990.
