Masood Ahmed Janjua, a businessman from Rawalpindi, “disappeared” on 30 July 2005, while
travelling on a bus to Peshawar with Faisal Faraz, a 25-year-old engineer from Lahore. In
October 2006, Pakistan Supreme Court judges began hearing Masood Janjua’s case. Several
other persons subjected to enforced disappearances testified to seeing both men in detention.
However, state officials deny their detention and all knowledge of their whereabouts. 

In November 2007, President Musharraf dismissed most of the Supreme Court judges, crushing
hopes for the recovery of the two men. Their fate and whereabouts remain unknown.
