In January 1994 Hanife Riizgar's husband, M. irin Rizgar, and their 12-year-old
son, Abdil Halim Rizgar, were shot dead in the street in Batman by unidentified
assailants. Medeni Riizgar was previously imprisoned.

- expressing deep concern at reports that Aycan Rizgar, Fatma Rizgar and her
husband Medeni Rilzgar, detained in Batman on 13 May 1996, are being interrogated
under torture;
