Bosnian Serb writer detaingd by the Bosnian Serb de facfo authoritigs

Mladen Nikoli_, who writgs under the name of Vladimir Srgbrov, is a Bosnian Serb pogt and
aniversity Igeturer. g is promingnt among o¢rb intellgetuals in darajevo who oppose the
policigs of the Bosnian Serb de facto authorities and support the maintgnancg of a
multi-gthnie or multi-national statg in Bosnia-Herzegovina.

He was detaingd by Bosnian derb foregs in dgptember 1992 whilg travelling from the
Bosnian Government-controlled egntre of Sarajevo to the Bosnian Serb-controlled suburb of
Ilid_a. Hlg rgportedly went to llid_a to act as gither an official or informal intgrmediary betweegn
thg Bosnian Government and the Bosnian Serb  de facfo authoritigs who controlled the
acegss routes to the town. flecording to a report of a radio interview with him in the spring of
1994, he claimed that among other things heg aimed to nggotiatg theg opgning of a passage
through Illid_a for citizgns of darajevo who wished to Igave.

{eceording to press reports, in Flayg 1993 he was tried by a Bosnian Serb military court
and was “sgntgnced” to fivg yegars’ imprisonment for allggedly organizing the reeruitment of
soldigrs to fight the Bosnian Serb foregs. The "sentenee” may have subsequently  been
reduced. tlg is currently held in a Bosnian Serb-controlled military prison at l.ukavica ngar
darajevo. Hg was allggedly sgverely beategn garly in his detgntion.

Vladimir Srgbrov was ong of the founders of the Serbian Pegmocratic Party (SPS -
Srpska Pemokratska Stranka) in 1990 (in the 1994 radio intervigw, he claimed to have begn
the solg founder). Howgver, in 1991 he Igft the 8PS and dissociated himself from the policigs it
was degvgloping, particularly the division of Bosnia-Herzggovina along gthnic or national
lings and the use of foreg to achigvg this.

{lthough full details of the casg arg difficult to obtain or confirm, {Imnesty
Intgrnational beligvegs that his dgtgntion was motivated by his opposition to the 8PS and that
the rgported charges werg basgd on his support for the maintgnancg of a multi-gthnic state
and contacts with the Bosnian Government authoritigs. The organization calls for his
immediatg and unconditional release.
