Equatorial Guinea. Those affected have not yet received compensation or been rehoused.

Residents fear evictions will occur without genuine consultation, adequate notice, or the provision of alternative accommodation or compensation.

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Amnesty International’s “Stop Forced Evictions
in Africa” exhibition took place in countries
across Africa on World Habitat Day 2009. It
raised awareness and inspired people across
the continent to take action.
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Across Africa hundreds of thousands of people each
year are left homeless after being forcibly evicted from
their homes by the authorities. In most cases these
evictions are carried out without prior consultation,
adequate notice or compensation.

Over the years, Amnesty International has documented
massforced evictionsin Angola, Chad, Egypt, Equatorial
Guinea, Ghana, Kenya, Nigeria, Sudan, Swaziland and
Zimbhabwe. Governments across Africa have violated
regional and international law, including the African
Charter on Human and Peoples’ Rights.

Forced evictions often drive people deeper into poverty.
Many people, years after being forcibly evicted, have
not been rehoused or compensated for their losses
and most do not have access to effective remedies,
including justice. Those responsible for these human
rights violations have not been brought to account.

Despite the destitution and the suffering that have
resulted from forced evictions, hope is found in
the brave and motivated people from the affected
communities determined to continue the struggle for
their human rights.
