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RESUMEN

Este documento se ha preparado para el Examen Periddico Universal al que se sometera Honduras en noviembre de
2025. En él, Amnistia Internacional evalla la aplicacion de las recomendaciones formuladas a Honduras en su anterior
examen, incluidas las relativas a la proteccion de las personas defensoras de los derechos humanos, los periodistas y los
derechos sexuales y reproductivos.

También se evalla el marco nacional de derechos humanos con respecto al codigo penal, en particular la enmienda del
delito definido como “usurpacion”, que la Comisién Interamericana de Derechos Humanos (CIDH) y las organizaciones
de la sociedad civil han sefialado como un factor de aumento del riesgo de criminalizacién, y se destacan los tratados
pendientes de firma o ratificacion.

En cuanto a la situacién de los derechos humanos sobre el terreno, Amnistia Internacional plantea su preocupacion por
el uso excesivo de la fuerza y otras violaciones de derechos humanos presuntamente perpetradas durante el prolongado
estado de excepcion vigente desde 2022, por las condiciones de reclusion y por la situacion de las personas defensoras
de los derechos humanos, los pueblos indigenas y los periodistas. El informe aborda también la discriminacién contra las
personas LGBTI, la prohibicidon del aborto y las limitaciones al derecho a la salud.

Concluye con un conjunto de recomendaciones a Honduras que, de aplicarse, contribuirian a mejorar la situaciéon de los
derechos humanos.

SEGUIMIENTO DEL EXAMEN ANTERIOR

1. Durante su tercer examen, llevado a cabo en 2021, Honduras recibié 223 recomendaciones, de las que
admitié 203."' Tomo6 nota de 20 recomendaciones relacionadas con los derechos sexuales y reproductivos, el
matrimonio entre personas del mismo sexo, la lucha contra la corrupcién y los tratados pendientes de firma o
ratificacién."

2. A pesar de admitir las recomendaciones sobre proteger a las personas que defienden los derechos humanos y
de garantizarles un entorno propicio’, los defensores y defensoras de los derechos humanos siguen
enfrentandose a altos niveles de violencia. Honduras es, segin Global Witness, el pais del mundo con mas
asesinatos per capita de personas defensoras de la tierra y de los derechos ambientales. ™

3. Honduras también admitié una recomendacién sobre la desmilitarizacion de las funciones de seguridad
publica.’ Sin embargo, alin no se ha implementado.

4. En una decisién bien recibida, a pesar de tomar nota de las recomendaciones sobre el acceso a la pildora
anticonceptiva de emergencia, Honduras autorizé el uso y la venta de esta pildora y puso fin a 14 afios de
prohibicién. Esta medida contribuye a la proteccion, promocién y respeto de los derechos de las mujeres, las
nifias y las personas que pueden quedarse embarazadas.

MARCO NACIONAL DE DERECHOS HUMANOS

5. EI Decreto 93-2021 introdujo el delito penal de desalojo preventivo sin orden judicial e introdujo también
otras enmiendas al Cédigo Penal que han llevado a la criminalizacién de quienes defienden los derechos
humanos.

6. En 2024, Honduras ratifico la Convencién Interamericana para Prevenir y Sancionar la Tortura.

7. Ese mismo afio, el Comité de la ONU contra la Tortura recomendo varios ajustes al articulo 216 del Cédigo
Penal, que tipifica el delito de tortura."

8. Honduras alin no se ha adherido al Acuerdo Regional sobre el Acceso a la Informacién, la Participacion
Pablica y el Acceso a la Justicia en Asuntos Ambientales en América Latina y el Caribe (Acuerdo de Escazu)
ni al Convenio sobre las Trabajadoras y los Trabajadores Domésticos (nim. 189) de la OIT. Tampoco ha
aceptado los mecanismos de quejas individuales previstos en la Convencién sobre los Derechos del Nifioy la
Convencion sobre la Eliminacién de Todas las Formas de Discriminacién contra la Mujer.

9. El Comisionado Nacional de los Derechos Humanos (CONADEH) y la Secretaria de Derechos Humanos (parte
del poder ejecutivo) enfrentan dificultades presupuestarias y de capacidad para cumplir plenamente con sus
misiones.

SITUACION DE LOS DERECHOS HUMANOS SOBRE EL TERRENO

Uso de la fuerza

10. EI 6 de diciembre de 2022, el gobierno declaré el estado de excepcién y lo justific6 como necesario para
combatir la inseguridad y la delincuencia comun organizada. Esta medida ha limitado los derechos a la
libertad de la personay a la libertad de asociacién, de reunién y de circulacién, al permitir, entre otras cosas,
que la Policia Nacional y la Policia Militar de Orden Publico (PMOP) Ileven a cabo registros y detenciones sin
autorizacion judicial en 226 de los 298 municipios de Honduras.
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11. A pesar de las preocupaciones expresadas por la sociedad civil sobre la eficacia de tales medidas, el gobierno
ha ido prorrogando de forma continuada el estado de excepcién, la Gltima vez hasta mayo de 2025. La
sociedad civil también sefialé que la mayoria de estas prérrogas no cumplian con los requisitos legales
nacionales o internacionales para declarar estados de excepcién. Por ejemplo, varias de las prérrogas no
fueron ratificadas por el Congreso, lo que muestra una tendencia preocupante de falta de control y equilibrio
de poderes.

12. Estas prérrogas ininterrumpidas también han dado lugar, en la practica, a que la PMOP continte
desempefiando tareas de seguridad ciudadana de forma permanente, a pesar del compromiso inicial del
presidente a favor de la desmilitarizacién. El despliegue permanente de las fuerzas armadas en tareas de
seguridad publica es contrario a las normas internacionales y representa una amenaza para la garantia de los
derechos humanos en el pais. Segln la jurisprudencia internacional, el mantenimiento del ordeny la
seguridad publicos debe ser principalmente responsabilidad de las fuerzas de policia civil.

13. Las organizaciones locales y los medios de comunicacién"i han documentado violaciones de derechos
humanos y crimenes de derecho internacional presuntamente perpetrados por la Policia Nacional, la Policia
Anti Maras (DIPAMPCO) y la PMOP, como por ejemplo detencidn arbitraria, uso excesivo de la fuerza, tortura
(incluida violencia sexual), desapariciones forzadas y violaciones del derecho a un juicio justo. El
Comisionado Nacional de los Derechos Humanos habia recibido mas de 700 quejas contra la policia y las
fuerzas de seguridad desde el inicio del estado de excepcidn hasta octubre de 2024, y desde esa fecha viene
solicitando que se ponga fin al estado de excepcion. "

14. A pesar de algunos ligeros avances, la mayoria de las violaciones de derechos humanos perpetradas en el
contexto de la represion de movimientos sociales y protestas en la década de 1980 y entre 2009 y 2021
permanecen impunes. En enero de 2025, el general retirado Romeo Vasquez Velasquez y otros dos
exoficiales de alto rango fueron arrestados por cargos de homicidio y lesiones graves contra manifestantes
cometidos en 2009; se les concedi6 el arresto domiciliario. Sin embargo, Vasquez escap6.

15. Entre 2023 y 2024, el gobierno tomo6 algunas medidas para reconocer plblicamente la responsabilidad del
Estado en algunos de estos actos y anuncié un plan de reparacién y no repeticion.

16. En 2023, tras su visita al pais, el relator especial de la ONU sobre ejecuciones extrajudiciales expresé su
preocupacién por la impunidad generalizada y estructural de los homicidios ilegitimos y las ejecuciones, la
limitada capacidad para investigar y la falta de investigaciones imparciales e independientes.* La ley sobre el
uso de la fuerza sigue pendiente de aprobacion.

Condiciones de reclusién

17. En junio de 2023, la Policia Militar retomo el control de las carceles, después de que 46 mujeres murieran
durante un presunto motin entre pandillas rivales en la carcel de Tamara. En 2024, los mecanismos expertos
de la ONU expresaron su preocupacion por el hacinamiento y la militarizacién de los centros penitenciarios.
El Subcomité de la ONU para la Prevencion de la Tortura informé de que las condiciones en muchas
prisiones constituian trato cruel, inhumano y degradante.*

18. Entre las nuevas medidas antiterroristas presentadas para hacer frente a la delincuencia organizada, en 2024
el gobierno anuncié la construccion de una “mega prisién” y reformas al Cédigo Penal como los juicios
colectivos, que ponian en riesgo las garantias del debido proceso legal. Para abril de 2025, estos cambios
aun no se habian aprobado.

Independencia del poder judicial y lucha contra la corrupcion

19. Las organizaciones locales han advertido sobre las continuas amenazas a la independencia del poder judicial.
El proceso de seleccion llevado a cabo en 2024 para designar a los nuevos fiscal general y fiscal general
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adjunto estuvo marcado por las tensiones y el estancamiento en el Congreso Nacional, lo que llevé a que no
se nombrara a nadie antes de la fecha limite del 1 de septiembre. Un pequefio grupo de diputados cercanos
al partido politico oficial formé unilateralmente una comisién que nombr6 a ambos cargos de forma
provisional. Esto gener6 fuertes criticas entre las ONG, la oposicién politica y los abogados constitucionales,
que presentaron acciones legales para impugnar los nombramientos.

En la sentencia Gutiérrez Navas et al. vs. Honduras de 2024, la Corte Interamericana de Derechos Humanos
declar6 a Honduras responsable de la destitucion arbitraria e ilegal de cuatro de los cinco jueces de la Sala
Constitucional de la Corte Suprema de Justicia en 2012.

En 2022, cuando la presidenta Castro llegé al poder, reafirmé su compromiso de establecer una comisién
internacional contra la corrupcion (CICIH). Sin embargo, en abril de 2025 esta comisién todavia no se habia
creado. Uno de los obstaculos a su creacidn es la falta de avances en las reformas legislativas requeridas para
poder crearla.

Defensores y defensoras de los derechos humanos y periodistas

Quienes defienden el territorio, la tierra y el medioambiente corren especial peligro. Se enfrentan
constantemente a estigmatizacién, intimidaciones, homicidios y detenciones arbitrarias.

Los ataques se producen principalmente en el contexto de disputas relacionadas con proyectos mineros,
inseguridad en la tenencia de la tierra y violaciones de los derechos de los pueblos indigenas, y la gran
mayoria permanecen impunes. Cuatro personas del Comité Municipal por la Defensa de los Bienes Comunes
y Publicos de Tocoa (CMDBCPT) fueron victimas de homicidio entre 2023 y 2024; entre ellas se encontraba
su coordinador, Juan Lopez, a quien mataron a pesar de que era beneficiario de medidas cautelares de la
Comisién Interamericana de Derechos Humanos. Para abril de 2025, las investigaciones seguian pendientes.
Los defensores y defensoras de los derechos humanos garifunas de la Organizacién Fraternal Negra de
Honduras (OFRANEH) también corrian especial peligro.

La Corte Suprema de Justicia confirmé las sentencias dictadas contra ocho hombres declarados responsables
del asesinato de la defensora indigena Berta Caceres, cometido en 2016. En 2023, las autoridades emitieron
una orden de detencion contra uno de los posibles autores intelectuales, que sigue sin ejecutarse hasta la
fecha.

El derecho penal se utiliza a menudo indebidamente para acosar a quienes defienden sus territorios y el
medioambiente. Por ejemplo, ocho defensores del CMDBCPT pasaron casi dos afios y medio en prision
preventiva entre agosto de 2019 y febrero de 2022. EI Grupo de Trabajo de la ONU sobre la Detencion
Arbitraria declaré arbitraria su detencion.

En 2021, la Comision Interamericana de Derechos Humanos alert6 sobre el riesgo de criminalizacion que
representaba el delito de usurpacion derivado de la reforma del Cédigo Penal de 2021. La nueva definicion
incorpora en el delito a quien “detente el suelo o espacio correspondiente al derecho de uso de bienes
publicos”, un acto que podria dar lugar a restricciones ilegitimas de la libertad de expresién y de reunion
pacifica. Ademas, el que no se considere la intencién como requisito para que el acto cometido sea delito
puede permitir actuaciones discrecionales por parte del sistema de justicia.* Segln indicaron profesionales
del derecho y ONG locales, este delito se ha utilizado habitualmente contra defensores y defensoras de los
derechos humanos, por ejemplo los lideres y lideresas garifunas.

Las organizaciones internacionales y nacionales han expresado su preocupacién por la debilidad e ineficacia
del mecanismo nacional de proteccién para defensores y defensoras de los derechos humanos y periodistas.
La elaboracién de un protocolo para investigar los ataques contra estas personas, ordenada por la Corte
Interamericana de Derechos Humanos en el caso Escaleras Mejia et al. vs Honduras en 2018, sigue
pendiente.
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28. Los periodistas, en particular quienes informan sobre temas relacionados con la corrupcién, la delincuencia
comun organizada y el medioambiente, se enfrentan a amenazas, intimidacién y agresiones, tanto dentro
como fuera de Internet. Esto se ve agravado por los discursos estigmatizadores y las campafias de
desprestigio de autoridades y dirigentes politicos contra comunicadores de base y medios de comunicacion

independientes.
Pueblos indigenas

29. En 2024 se inici6 la recuperacion de tierras para la comunidad garifuna de Punta Piedra, como parte de la
implementacion de la sentencia de la Corte Interamericana de Derechos Humanos.”" Sin embargo, la gran
mayoria de las medidas ordenadas por la Corte en tres sentencias diferentes sobre violaciones de los
derechos colectivos de las comunidades garifunas siguen pendientes.

Derecho a un medioambiente saludable

30. En 2024, el Congreso aprobé el Decreto 18-2024, que restablece el disefio original del Parque Nacional
Carlos Escaleras y garantiza la proteccién efectiva de todas las areas protegidas en Honduras al prohibir los
derechos de explotacién minera en todas ellas. Su implementacion esta pendiente.

31. Honduras es uno de los paises mas vulnerables del mundo al cambio climatico. EI impacto en el disfrute de
los derechos humanos se ve exacerbado por las altas tasas de pobreza y desigualdad entre segmentos de
poblacién ya de por si marginados. Por ejemplo, el aumento del nivel del mar y la erosién costera amenazan
el acceso al agua, los alimentos, la salud y la vivienda de las comunidades del Golfo de Fonseca y
constituyen un factor de presion adicional para la migracion forzada.

32. Personas expertas internacionales advirtieron de que la implementacién del Plan Nacional de Adaptacion al
Cambio Climatico de 2021 esta retrasandose.*

Derechos sexuales y reproductivos

33. El aborto continu6 estando prohibido en todas las circunstancias. En 2021, el Congreso aprobd una reforma
constitucional que reforzaba la prohibicién absoluta del aborto. En 2023, el gobierno autorizé el uso y venta
de la pildora anticonceptiva de emergencia. Sin embargo, el acceso a ella se ve obstaculizado por la limitada
disponibilidad en los centros de salud publicos.

34. Pese a las altas cifras de embarazos infantiles y adolescentes, en 2023 la presidenta veté la ley sobre
prevencién del embarazo, orientada a proporcionar educacién sexual integral.

Violencia de género y discriminacion

35. En 2023 se registraron 411 muertes violentas y feminicidios, segln el observatorio de la Universidad
Nacional.® Esto representa una media de 34 muertes al mes, lo que significa que una mujer podria ser
asesinada cada 21 horas y 18 minutos.

36. Se realizaron pequefios progresos legislativos. En 2024, el Congreso aprob6 una Ley de Casas Refugio para
mujeres victimas de violencia de género, cuyo objetivo es perpetuar la existencia de estas estructuras, a
menudo gestionadas por la sociedad civil. Sin embargo, la propuesta de Ley Integral contra la Violencia hacia
las Mujeres sigue pendiente.

37. Las personas LGBTI seguian sufriendo violencia y discriminacion. La ONG Cattrachas registré al menos 52
muertes violentas en 2023. La impunidad por estos delitos es generalizada.
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38. EI matrimonio entre personas del mismo sexo sigue estando prohibido. En 2021, el Congreso aprobé una
reforma constitucional que reforzaba esta prohibicién.

39. En 2021, la Corte Interamericana de Derechos Humanos declaré a Honduras responsable del homicidio de la
activista trans Vicky Hernandez, cometido en 2009, y sostuvo que Honduras no habia investigado
adecuadamente su muerte y la habia discriminado. La sentencia aln no se ha cumplido; por ejemplo, las
autoridades no han adoptado un procedimiento para reconocer la identidad de género de las personas no

binarias.
Derecho a la salud

40. La poblacién enfrenta serias dificultades para acceder a la atenciéon médica. Segun la Organizacién Mundial
de la Salud (OMS), en 2023 habia una media de 6,6 camas por cada 10.000 habitantes. Esta cifra
representa menos de un tercio de la media regional (21 por cada 10.000 habitantes).*"

41. El gasto publico en salud como porcentaje del producto interno bruto (PIB) en Honduras fue del 3,4% en
202271y se ha mantenido en torno a estos niveles durante los (ltimos cinco afios. Esta cifra estd muy por
debajo del 6% recomendado por la Organizaciéon Panamericana de la Salud (OPS) y la OMS para brindar
cobertura universal a los grupos mas desfavorecidos. El desembolso directo asumido por los hogares fue
superior al 51% del gasto actual en salud™ii, mientras que el promedio para América Latina es del 30,6%.

RECOMENDACIONES DE ACTUACION DIRIGIDAS AL ESTADO OBJETO DE EXAMEN

Amnistia Internacional insta al gohierno de Honduras:

Uso de la fuerza

42. Poner fin al estado de excepcién que dura ya dos afios y que no cumple las normas internacionales de
derechos humanos.

43. Garantizar que se lleven a cabo investigaciones inmediatas, imparciales, independientes y efectivas sobre
todos los casos de uso innecesario y excesivo de la fuerza en el contexto de las protestas de 2017 y 2019,
durante la pandemia de COVID-19 y durante el reciente estado de excepcién; dichas investigaciones deben
ser llevadas a cabo por organismos independientes distintos de aquellos a los que pertenecen los presuntos
autores de los hechos.

44, Garantizar reparaciones completas para las victimas y sus familias.

Condiciones de detencion

45, Poner fin al control militar de las instalaciones penitenciarias y, en general, abstenerse de desplegar al
ejército o a la policia militar en funciones de seguridad publica. El uso de las fuerzas armadas en funciones
de seguridad publica debe ser excepcional, temporal y restringido a lo estrictamente necesario, estar bajo la
direccion de las autoridades civiles y ser supervisado por los organismos civiles pertinentes.

46. Garantizar que las condiciones de detencién sean compatibles con la dignidad humana y asegurar que se
[leven a cabo investigaciones inmediatas, imparciales, independientes y efectivas sobre todos los casos de
tortura o trato cruel, inhumano o degradante.

Independencia del poder judicial
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47. Garantizar que los jueces, magistrados y fiscales cumplan los requisitos de independencia e imparcialidad en
el ejercicio de sus funciones.

48. Agilizar las medidas pendientes para la creacion de la CICIH, en particular aprobar las reformas legislativas
necesarias para la creaciéon de esta comision.

Defensores y defensoras de los derechos humanos y periodistas

49. Garantizar investigaciones exhaustivas, imparciales e independientes sobre todos los ataques, amenazas y
agresiones contra defensores y defensoras de los derechos humanos y periodistas, y llevar ante la justicia, en
juicios con las debidas garantias, a las personas sospechosas de tener responsabilidad penal en tales delitos.
En particular, garantizar que la investigacion sobre el asesinato de Juan Lépez tenga como objetivo identificar
y llevar ante la justicia a todas las personas que lo ordenaron.

50. Abstenerse de hacer un uso indebido del sistema de justicia para intimidar, hostigar y desacreditar a los
defensores y defensores de los derechos humanos e iniciar investigaciones disciplinarias y penales (segln
proceda) inmediatas, exhaustivas e imparciales contra las autoridades que utilizan indebidamente el sistema
de justicia para criminalizar a defensores y defensoras.

51. Garantizar que las autoridades dispongan de recursos suficientes para proteger de forma efectiva a los
defensores y defensoras de los derechos humanos y los periodistas y, en particular, fortalecer el Mecanismo
Nacional de Proteccién.

52. Reformar el delito de usurpacion en el Codigo Penal y garantizar que cumpla con el derecho internacional de
los derechos humanos y las normas sobre la libertad de expresion y de reunién pacifica y el derecho a
defender los derechos humanos.

53. Adherirse al Acuerdo Regional sobre el Acceso a la Informacién, la Participaciéon Publicay el Acceso a la
Justicia en Asuntos Ambientales en América Latina y el Caribe (Acuerdo de Escazu).

Derechos de los pueblos indigenas

b4. Abordar las causas estructurales de los conflictos sociales relativos a la exploracién y explotacién de recursos
naturales, basandose en el respeto de los derechos humanos de los pueblos indigenas y las comunidades
afrodescendientes, y en particular garantizar que se lleve a cabo un proceso inclusivo y significativo de
consulta con estos pueblos y comunidades sobre cualquier ley o normativa con el fin de realizar su derecho al
consentimiento libre, previo e informado.

55. Poner en practica las medidas de reparacién en favor de las comunidades garifunas ordenadas por la Corte
Interamericana de Derechos Humanos, incluida la concesion de titulos de propiedad colectiva.

Derecho a un medioambiente saludable
56. Garantizar la aplicacion sin demora del Decreto 18-2024.
57. Adoptar y aplicar medidas de adaptacion compatibles con los derechos humanos, garantizando la
participacién de las personas afectadas en la toma de decisiones, y proporcionar recursos suficientes para

todas las iniciativas destinadas a fortalecer la gobernanza climatica.

Derechos sexuales y reproductivos
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Despenalizar el aborto en todas las circunstancias y garantizar el acceso al aborto en la legislacién y en la
practica para las mujeres, las nifias y todas las personas que puedan quedarse embarazadas.

Garantizar el acceso a la pildora anticonceptiva de emergencia y a la educacion sexual integral, sin
discriminacién.

Violencia de género y discriminacion

Tomar medidas para abordar los altos niveles de violencia contra las mujeres y las nifias, lo cual incluye
aprobar la propuesta de Ley Integral contra la Violencia hacia las Mujeres.

Garantizar el derecho a la igualdad y a no sufrir discriminacién para todas las personas, sin distincién; en
particular, adoptar todas las medidas necesarias, incluidas reformas legales, para reconocer los matrimonios
y uniones entre parejas del mismo sexo.

Llevar a cabo investigaciones exhaustivas sobre todos los delitos y violaciones de derechos humanos
cometidos contra personas LGBTI, con el fin de identificar, enjuiciar y castigar a los responsables. Las lineas
de investigacién deben incluir las destinadas a determinar si los delitos se cometieron a causa de la
orientacién sexual y/o la identidad de género de la victima.

Adoptar legislacion que garantice el reconocimiento de la identidad de género de las personas transgénero a
través de la autodeterminacién y de procedimientos sencillos y rapidos, de acuerdo con la sentencia de la
Corte Interamericana de Derechos Humanos sobre el caso de Vicky Hernandez.

Derecho a la salud

Aumentar el gasto publico en salud hasta al menos el 6% del PIB.
Dar prioridad a la asignacién de recursos para reducir las disparidades en la cobertura, en particular para los

grupos desfavorecidos que cubren de manera desproporcionada sus necesidades de salud mediante
desembolso directo.
