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RESUMEN 
 

Este documento ha sido preparado para el examen periódico universal (EPU) de la República Popular China que tendrá 
lugar en enero-febrero de 2024. En él, Amnistía Internacional evalúa la aplicación de las recomendaciones formuladas 
a China en el anterior examen, algunas relacionadas con el uso de la pena de muerte, las minorías étnicas, la 
discriminación y la ratificación de tratados internacionales. 

 
Asimismo evalúa el marco nacional de derechos humanos en lo referente a la ratificación del Pacto Internacional de 
Derechos Civiles y Políticos (PIDCP), la cooperación con los mecanismos de derechos humanos de la ONU, los 
crímenes de lesa humanidad cometidos en la Región Autónoma Uigur de Xinjiang y el uso de cargos por delitos de 
sedición y contra la seguridad nacional en la Región Administrativa Especial de Hong Kong. 

 
En cuanto a la situación de los derechos humanos sobre el terreno, Amnistía Internacional manifiesta su preocupación 
en relación con las personas defensoras de los derechos humanos, la libertad de expresión, la detención arbitraria, la 
tortura y otros malos tratos y los juicios injustos, así como las obligaciones extraterritoriales. El documento concluye con 
un conjunto de recomendaciones a China que, de aplicarse, contribuirán a mejorar la situación de los derechos 
humanos. 
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SEGUIMIENTO DEL EXAMEN ANTERIOR 
1. En su tercer Examen Periódico Universal (EPU), realizado en 2018, el gobierno de China recibió 346 

recomendaciones de 137 Estados, de las cuales aceptó 284.1 Si bien las autoridades chinas han hecho avances 
sobre algunas de las recomendaciones aceptadas, no han avanzado nada sobre otras, e incluso han retrocedido 
respecto a algunas. 

Pena de muerte 

2. China no aceptó ninguna de las recomendaciones relativas al uso de la pena de muerte. Aunque el gobierno sigue 
clasificando como “secreto de Estado” los datos estadísticos sobre ejecuciones y condenas de muerte, se piensa 
que miles de personas han sido ejecutadas cada año desde el examen anterior. 2 La pena de muerte sigue siendo 
aplicable para 46 delitos, algunos de ellos no letales y que, por tanto, no se ajustan al criterio de “los más graves 
delitos” establecido en el derecho y las normas internacionales. Desde julio de 2021 se han eliminado 
selectivamente de la base de datos online del Tribunal Supremo Popular documentos judiciales, incluidas 
condenas a muerte, lo que socava aún más las escasas medidas adoptadas en años anteriores para mejorar la 
transparencia. 3 

 

Discriminación 

3. A pesar de haber aceptado las recomendaciones relativas a combatir la discriminación basada en la orientación 
sexual y la identidad de género y legislar contra ella, y de haber informado sobre su aplicación,4 China aún carece 
de una ley integral contra la discriminación que proteja a las personas con diferentes orientaciones sexuales e 
identidades de género. 

4. La censura en gran escala durante el periodo objeto de examen causó el cierre de numerosas cuentas de lesbianas, 
gays, bisexuales, transgénero e intersexuales (personas LGBTI) en redes sociales y grupos LGBTI online y ha 
socavado el activismo LGBTI tanto en el mundo digital como en el físico. 

5. Aunque China aceptó una recomendación para prevenir la discriminación de las personas transgénero, 5 las 
personas trans continúan sufriendo una grave falta de información sobre cómo acceder a un tratamiento de 
afirmación de género, así como unos criterios muy restrictivos sobre su idoneidad para someterse a cirugía de 
afirmación de género. Las personas transgénero son estigmatizadas y discriminadas de forma generalizada por la 
sociedad, y en particular por sus familiares. Debido a estas barreras recurren a prácticas de alto riesgo, como la 
automedicación, y algunas han intentado operarse a sí mismas. Con frecuencia se exige a las personas transgénero 
que obtengan el consentimiento familiar para acceder a tratamientos no quirúrgicos de afirmación del género. 6 

Ratificación de tratados internacionales 

6. China firmó el Pacto Internacional de Derechos Civiles y Políticos (PIDCP) en 1998 y ha aceptado las 
recomendaciones relativas a “considerar” su ratificación. Sin embargo, se limitó a tomar nota de las 
recomendaciones sobre la ratificación y no ha mostrado intención ni ha hecho avances significativos para dar ese 
paso en la práctica.7 
 

7. Lamentablemente, China no ha aceptado las recomendaciones de exámenes anteriores sobre ratificar la 
Convención Internacional para la Protección de Todas las Personas contra las Desapariciones Forzadas.8 La 
ratificación de este importante tratado sería un primer paso importante para demostrar que el gobierno se ha 
comprometido a garantizar que nadie es víctima de este delito en China. 

 

Cooperación con los mecanismos de derechos humanos de la ONU 

8. En todos los exámenes anteriores, China ha aceptado la recomendación de intensificar la cooperación con los 
mecanismos de derechos humanos de la ONU, pero no ha mejorado su cooperación con los procedimientos 
especiales.9 Hasta la fecha, el gobierno no ha permitido el acceso “pleno y sin restricciones” solicitado por la ONU 
ni ha facilitado la investigación independiente de crímenes de derecho internacional y otras violaciones de derechos 
humanos cometidas en el país, incluida la región de Xinjiang.10 
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MARCO NACIONAL DE DERECHOS HUMANOS 
 

Cargos por sedición y contra la seguridad nacional en Hong Kong 

9. El 30 de junio de 2020, el Comité Permanente de la Asamblea Popular Nacional emitió legislación que incorporaba 
directamente la Ley de Seguridad Nacional al Anexo III de la Ley Fundamental de Hong Kong, y anunció que la ley 
sería promulgada directamente por el gobierno hongkonés sin una consulta formal pública ni otra consulta local 
significativa. 

10. Desde 2020, las autoridades han ampliado rápidamente el régimen jurídico de seguridad nacional, extendiendo 
aún más la aplicación de la definición excesivamente amplia de “poner en peligro la seguridad nacional” para 
restringir derechos humanos de manera desproporcionada en la ciudad y en ultramar. La Ley de Seguridad 
Nacional pone en grave peligro el derecho a un juicio justo al conceder amplios poderes de investigación a los 
organismos encargados de hacer cumplir la ley, socavar la presunción de inocencia de las personas sospechosas, 
debilitar las salvaguardias en la legislación existente y privar a los tribunales locales de la capacidad de examinar 
la compatibilidad de la Ley de Seguridad Nacional con las salvaguardias de derechos humanos en el derecho 
internacional y local.11 El Comité de Derechos Humanos de la ONU ha recomendado la suspensión inmediata y 
posterior derogación de la Ley de Seguridad Nacional. 12 

11. Las autoridades de Hong Kong emplearon imprecisos cargos por delitos de sedición y contra la seguridad nacional 
—en aplicación de la Ley de Seguridad Nacional y otras— para eliminar en la práctica toda oposición política, para 
socavar medios ya consolidados de escrutinio, crítica y posible influencia en los actos del gobierno, y para 
criminalizar diversas formas de expresión, asociación e incidencia. Se ha arrestado y encarcelado a defensores y 
defensoras de los derechos humanos, periodistas y profesionales de la abogacía debido a su activismo pacífico.13 
La activista de derechos humanos Chow Hang-tung y otros dos líderes de la desarticulada Alianza de Hong Kong 
en Apoyo de los Movimientos Patrióticos y Democráticos de China fueron acusados de “incitar a la subversión”.14 
La policía utilizó la vigilia conmemorativa de Tiananmen y otras formas de activismo pacífico como prueba de que 
los tres eran culpables de “poner en peligro la seguridad nacional”.15 

 

SITUACIÓN DE LOS DERECHOS HUMANOS SOBRE EL TERRENO 
 

Defensores y defensoras de los derechos humanos 
 

12. Desde el examen anterior, persistieron las duras campañas represivas contra defensores y defensoras de los 
derechos humanos. Las autoridades detuvieron y encarcelaron a un gran número de defensores y defensoras 
durante largos periodos por cargos injustificados de amplia e imprecisa definición. Se encarceló a defensores y 
defensoras de los derechos humanos sólo por organizar reuniones privadas. El jurista Xu Zhiyong y el abogado de 
derechos humanos Ding Jiaxi fueron condenados a 14 y 12 años de prisión, respectivamente, por un tribunal de 
la provincia de Shandong en abril de 2023 tras participar en una reunión informal celebrada en Xiamen, ciudad 
de la costa suroriental de China, en diciembre de 2019, en la que habían hablado de la situación de la sociedad 
civil y de asuntos de actualidad en China.16 

 
13. Desde 2018, Amnistía Internacional ha documentado numerosos casos en que las autoridades chinas han 

restringido arbitrariamente el derecho a la libertad de circulación y de viaje de personas disidentes o defensoras 
de los derechos humanos. Estas restricciones incluyen rechazar sus solicitudes de pasaporte alegando motivos de 
seguridad, darles el alto en los aeropuertos y prohibirles comprar billetes de tren. En 2022 se prohibió al escritor y 
activista Guo Feixiong salir del país para visitar a su esposa, gravemente enferma.17 Guo Feixiong fue acusado de 
“incitar a la subversión” dos días después de la muerte de su esposa y, en mayo de 2023, fue condenado a ocho 
años de prisión por “publicar artículos sediciosos”. 
 

14. Las autoridades continúan vigilando, hostigando e intimidando a personas tras su puesta en libertad y restringiendo 
su libertad de circulación. También acosan a familiares de defensores y defensoras de los derechos humanos. Pu 
Wenqing, madre del defensor de derechos humanos encarcelado Huang Qi, tiene cerca de 90 años y está sometida 
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a estrecha vigilancia. Las autoridades le han impedido contratar servicios de representación letrada y no le han 
permitido hacer campaña en favor de la liberación de su hijo.18 
 

Minorías étnicas y grupos religiosos 

 
15. Por desgracia, China sólo tomó nota de la mayoría de las recomendaciones sobre las minorías étnicas en Tíbet y 

Xinjiang.19 Las personas de etnia tibetana continúan sufriendo discriminación y restricciones de sus derechos a la 
libertad de religión o creencia y a la libertad de expresión, asociación y reunión pacífica. Entre las personas 
sometidas a detención arbitraria durante el periodo objeto de examen hubo líderes y practicantes religiosos: de 
casas iglesia, imanes uigures, monjes budistas tibetanos y miembros de Falun Gong, entre otros. (Véase el párrafo 
26 infra)20 
 

16. Los indicios reunidos por Amnistía Internacional demuestran que el gobierno chino ha perpetrado, como mínimo, 
los crímenes de lesa humanidad de encarcelamiento, tortura y persecución contra personas uigures, kazajas y de 
otras minorías étnicas predominantemente musulmanas. China ha intensificado su campaña de internamiento 
masivo, vigilancia invasiva, adoctrinamiento político y asimilación cultural forzosa en Xinjiang. 21 
 

17. A miles de menores de edad uigures, cuyos progenitores estaban detenidos en Xinjiang o vivían en el extranjero, 
se los trasladó a la fuerza a “orfanatos” o internados donde, según informes, no se les permitía hablar en su lengua 
materna. 22 
 

18. En septiembre de 2020, al menos 23 personas fueron arrestadas por la policía en la Región Autónoma de Mongolia 
Interior (norte de China) por participar en manifestaciones pacíficas contra una “política de educación bilingüe” 
en la región o por difundir información sobre tales manifestaciones. 

Detención arbitraria, tortura y otros malos tratos y juicio injusto 

19. A menudo sin acceso a familiares ni a representantes letrados de su elección, y tampoco a mecanismos efectivos 
para obtener un juicio justo, muchas personas detenidas, especialmente defensores y defensoras de los derechos 
humanos, fueron sometidas a tortura y otros malos tratos bajo custodia.23 
 

20. El Estado ejerció represalias contra personas que habían denunciado públicamente tortura y otros malos tratos 
bajo custodia. Li Qiaochu, feminista y sindicalista, fue acusada de “incitar a la subversión” después de denunciar 
los malos tratos que ella y Xu Zhiyong habían sufrido a manos de la policía durante su detención. 24 El abogado de 
derechos humanos Chang Weiping fue condenado a tres años y seis meses de prisión por denunciar públicamente 
que había sido objeto de tortura y otros malos tratos bajo custodia.25 
 

21. Las autoridades continúan utilizando la “vigilancia domiciliaria en un lugar designado”, medida que permite al 
servicio de investigación mantener a una persona recluida fuera del sistema formal de detención durante periodos 
de hasta seis meses y sin acceso a asistencia letrada de su elección ni a sus familias, y pone a las personas 
sospechosas en peligro de sufrir tortura y otros malos tratos. 
 

22. A las personas detenidas que padecen problemas de salud a menudo se les niega o impide el acceso a un 
tratamiento médico adecuado. Zhanargul Zhumatai, periodista y artista de etnia kazaja, estaba en casa de su 
madre en Urumqi (Xinjiang) el 10 de febrero de 2023 cuando la policía de seguridad del Estado la detuvo. Zhumatai 
se había comunicado con personas en el extranjero y había defendido los derechos a la tierra de las comunidades 
kazajas dedicadas al pastoreo. La periodista ya había pasado más de dos años en un campo de internamiento, 
donde había enfermado del corazón, según informes por falta de atención médica. 26 
 

23. Zhang Zhan, periodista ciudadana, fue condenada a cuatro años de cárcel por informar sobre la pandemia de 
COVID-19 en Wuhan. En junio de 2020, Zhang Zhan se declaró en huelga de hambre en protesta por su 
detención. Antes del juicio, las autoridades la alimentaron a la fuerza y la mantuvieron inmovilizada durante 
días para impedir que se quitara la sonda de alimentación. También la obligaron a estar con las manos atadas 
y grilletes en las piernas las 24 horas durante más de tres meses en castigo por su huelga de hambre. 27 
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24. La detención por motivos de inmigración ordenada por las autoridades administrativas se utiliza ampliamente como 

medida de control de la inmigración en Hong Kong. El gobierno utiliza la Ordenanza de Inmigración para justificar 
la detención de “inmigrantes ilegales” —que en la práctica es por tiempo indefinido y sin que puedan impugnar 
los motivos de la detención— mientras se revisa su solicitud de protección frente a la deportación (solicitud de 
“protección contra la tortura” o de no devolución), basada en el principio de no devolución (non-refoulement), o 
mientras están en espera de su expulsión si su solicitud ha sido rechazada.28 Las modificaciones de la Ordenanza 
de Inmigración de Hong Kong aprobadas en 2021 facilitaron al gobierno la detención de personas migrantes 
durante periodos prolongados y redujeron considerablemente la vigilancia judicial interna para determinar si la 
duración de la detención está justificada según la normativa local.29 

 
Libertad de expresión 
 

25. Desde 2018, el gobierno ha seguido reprimiendo la crítica sobre sus leyes, políticas y prácticas, así como el 
debate sobre asuntos considerados delicados, entre otras cosas aplicando una censura online cada vez más 
generalizada. Activistas, periodistas y defensores y defensoras de los derechos humanos sufren hostigamiento, 
intimidación, detención y sanciones penales por expresar opiniones críticas o informar sobre temas que el 
gobierno considera delicados. 

 
26. Un incendio letal en un bloque de viviendas de Urumqi en noviembre de 2022 desencadenó protestas 

multitudinarias pacíficas en todo el país contra las restricciones y la censura impuestas por la COVID-19; fueron 
las llamadas “manifestaciones de folios en blanco”. Se detuvo a mucha gente por participar. En Internet 
circularon vídeos en los que se veía a la policía golpeando a manifestantes durante los arrestos.30 El 12 de 
diciembre de 2022, la policía se llevó a Kamile Wayit, una joven uigur que estudiaba en Henan. En noviembre, 
Kamile había publicado en Internet un vídeo sobre estas protestas que borró poco después, después de que su 
padre recibiera una llamada de advertencia de la policía.31 

 

Obligaciones extraterritoriales 
 

27. La Cámara de Comercio China de Importadores y Exportadores de Metales, Minerales y Productos Químicos, 
organización del sector autorizada por el Estado, ha publicado dos conjuntos de directrices para que las 
empresas mineras chinas cumplan las normas internacionales sobre empresas y derechos humanos y ejerzan 
la diligencia debida en materia de derechos humanos de conformidad con los Principios Rectores de la ONU 
sobre las Empresas y los Derechos Humanos.32 No obstante, la investigación de Amnistía Internacional suscita 
hondos motivos de preocupación sobre abusos contra los derechos humanos vinculados a empresas chinas en 
el extranjero. Por ejemplo, las prácticas laborales de las empresas mineras chinas con actividad en la isla de 
Dinagat (Filipinas) y de las empresas de trabajo temporal que las abastecen de mano de obra plantean serias 
dudas respecto a la eficacia de tales directrices voluntarias para abordar los abusos contra los derechos 
humanos vinculados a las actividades de las empresas mineras chinas.33 

  

RECOMENDACIONES DE ACTUACIÓN DIRIGIDAS AL ESTADO OBJETO DE EXAMEN 

 
Amnistía Internacional insta al gobierno de China a: 
 
Ratificación de tratados internacionales 

29. Ratificar sin más demora el Pacto Internacional de Derechos Civiles y Políticos (PIDCP) y, como ya se recomendó 
anteriormente, ratificar la Convención Internacional para la Protección de Todas las Personas contra las 
Desapariciones Forzadas y el Segundo Protocolo Facultativo del PIDCP, destinado a abolir la pena de muerte.34 

Pena de muerte 

30. Como se ha recomendado anteriormente,35 aumentar la transparencia sobre el uso de la pena capital, entre otras 
cosas publicando estadísticas nacionales completas sobre las condenas de muerte y las ejecuciones, totalmente 
desglosadas por delito, región y características de la persona condenada, incluidos su género, grupo étnico y renta. 
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31. Como se ha recomendado anteriormente,36 declarar de inmediato la suspensión de las ejecuciones y conmutar 
todas las condenas de muerte ya impuestas con miras a abolir por completo la pena capital en la legislación 
nacional. 

Discriminación 

32. Garantizar que las personas LGBTI, incluidas las personas transgénero y de género diverso, tienen acceso en pie 
de igualdad a servicios de atención a la salud de calidad en toda China. 
 

33. Sin más demora, implementar las recomendaciones previamente aceptadas respecto a adoptar una legislación 
integral contra la discriminación basada en la orientación sexual, la identidad y expresión de género y las 
características sexuales, que incluya el mandato de que las fuerzas encargadas de hacer cumplir la ley y el sistema 
judicial combatan dicha discriminación e investiguen las denuncias de discriminación contra personas LGBTI. 
 

Minorías étnicas y grupos religiosos 

34. Sin más demora, y con la asistencia técnica de la OACNUDH y otras organizaciones internacionales pertinentes, 
establecer procedimientos para proporcionar información —a petición de familiares o de representantes legales 
que vivan en China o fuera de ella—sobre la situación y el paradero de las personas que hayan sido detenidas por 
las autoridades y que, según se cree, están recluidas en campos o centros penitenciarios de Xinjiang. 
 

35. Permitir de inmediato al personal experto en derechos humanos de la ONU, y a observadores independientes —
entre ellos personal investigador sobre derechos humanos y periodistas— el acceso sin restricciones al país, 
incluidos los campos de internamiento y las cárceles de Xinjiang y Tíbet. 

 
36. Como se ha recomendado anteriormente, poner en libertad de inmediato a todas las personas recluidas en campos 

de internamiento u otros centros de detención de Xinjiang —cárceles incluidas—, salvo que existan pruebas 
suficientes, creíbles y admisibles de que han cometido un delito internacionalmente reconocible, se las traslade a 
centros de detención oficiales y se les garantice un juicio justo conforme a las normas internacionales. 

 
Defensores y defensoras de los derechos humanos 

37. Poner fin de inmediato al hostigamiento, la detención arbitraria, la tortura y otros malos tratos, el procesamiento, 
el encarcelamiento y la desaparición forzada de quienes defienden y promueven los derechos humanos. 

38. Respetar, proteger y hacer efectivos los derechos a la libertad de expresión, reunión pacífica y asociación, lo que 
incluye garantizar un entorno seguro y propicio en el que medios de comunicación, periodistas, organizaciones de 
la sociedad civil y defensores y defensoras de los derechos humanos estén realmente protegidos y puedan trabajar 
con seguridad y sin temor a sufrir represalias. 

 
Libertad de expresión 

39. Levantar las restricciones impuestas a la libre expresión y la libertad de prensa —también en Internet— que no se 
ajusten al derecho internacional. 

Detención arbitraria, tortura y otros malos tratos y juicio injusto 

40. Garantizar que nadie sufre detención arbitraria, desaparición forzada ni tortura u otros malos tratos, y clausurar los 
lugares de detención ilegítima, incluidos los centros y campos de internamiento para “formación profesional”, 
“transformación mediante la educación” y “desradicalización”. 

41. Garantizar a las personas detenidas el derecho a un juicio justo, que incluye el derecho a estar recluidas en un 
lugar reconocido de detención, a que la detención se notifique con prontitud a sus familias y a tener acceso 
oportuno a asistencia letrada, conforme al derecho y las normas internacionales. 

42. Suspender el uso de la detención por tiempo indefinido en el contexto de la inmigración, y establecer legalmente 
límites sobre la detención con arreglo a las directrices internacionales. 
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43. Proteger a las personas migrantes frente a la detención arbitraria e indefinida garantizando que la detención se 
usa el menor tiempo posible y para un fin legítimo y legal, y que toda persona detenida puede impugnar por la vía 
judicial los motivos y la duración de su detención. 

Seguridad nacional 

44. Implementar las recomendaciones del Comité de Derechos Humanos de la ONU para tomar medidas dirigidas a 
derogar la Ley de Seguridad Nacional de Hong Kong y las disposiciones sobre sedición de la Normativa Penal de 
Hong Kong. 

 
Obligaciones extraterritoriales 

45. Reformar las leyes y normas pertinentes para obligar a todas las empresas chinas a respetar los derechos humanos 
en todas sus operaciones y cadenas de valor, con independencia de donde las lleven a cabo, y obligar a las 
empresas chinas, y a las empresas que operan en China, a ejercer la diligencia debida en materia de derechos 
humanos de manera firme y transparente, conforme a los Principios Rectores de la ONU sobre las Empresas y los 
Derechos Humanos. 

46. Garantizar la integración de salvaguardias firmes de los derechos humanos en las políticas y la gestión de todos 
los proyectos de desarrollo, incluidos los financiados a través de instituciones financieras internacionales. 

47. Garantizar que las salvaguardias exhaustivas en materia de derechos humanos y los requisitos de diligencia debida 
se incorporan íntegramente a las políticas y la gestión de las instituciones financieras en las que China es inversor.
